Subject(s): English
Topic or Unit of Study (Title): The Odyssey, cause and effect  

Grade Level: 9th
Materials: paper, writing utensils, board or projector and computer
Summary (and Rationale):  Students will understand the cause and effect relationship through plot.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [7 min] Think about and record a cause and effect relationship from a famous movie plot or from the Odyssey.
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	Given The Odyssey the students will construct a time line of cause and effect events.  Must get at least 80% on the rubric.
	Present timeline, rubric: 3 points possible for 3 causes, 3 points possible for 3 effects,  3 points possible for correct facts/dates/names, 1 point for neatness and clarity


State the objective: [2 min]
Assessment: [10 min]
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance): [10 min] 
Explain cause and effect time line. “Come up with a situation; identify the cause, and an effect.  Then find a subsequent cause, and subsequent effect.  Going back and forth you will find secondary effects and more complex causes.  This is a deeper understanding of the cause and effect relationship.”
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [20-30 min]  
Show chronological timeline of cause and effect, on the board or projector (come up with it with the class or have it done prior, preferably on The Odyssey, or can be on another plot just to show the relationships).  Basic: x (cause) happened, caused y (effect), but y caused z, etc. Out of these or a conflict they choose (and get approval) they are to construct the cause-effect timeline that builds out.  (stress that they should start and build out, and go back and forth).  Do one as an example with them (can use variable just to show the method or an actual conflict).  Students can break up into groups (pairs or individuals) and choose topics and discuss them you can have them draw out their ideas on paper as a group or just discuss.
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [20-30 min]  
Have students share to the class their cause and effect time line of their chosen conflict.  They can see how conflict can build, how every action has a consequence, every cause is and effect, every effect is a cause. Some may overlap and students will see the relationship of cause and effect.  There are multiple cause, and multiple effects. One action can have may effects, one effect can have many causes, etc.  Students will turn in their timeline for grading on the rubric.
VI. Independent Practice: [20 min] 
At the end of class or for homework, the students are to construct their own timeline.  They are to do a cause and effect time line that they didn’t cover in class.  Then they must do one for another novel/movie plot or one of an event from their own life.  This will ensure they understand the concepts and relationships, as well as the review of The Odyssey events/conflicts.
