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Topic or Unit of Study (Title): The Odyssey: Conflict
Grade Level: 9th grade
Materials:  Paper, pencil
Summary (and Rationale): Half Jigsaw, heterogeneous, become experts, teach whole class about their topic. We are creating call-in radio show or talk show where students can call in with comments as the listening audience.  The callers must be characters from The Odyssey. In this way students will know and understand the conflicts, as well as each characters role, feelings, and motivations.

I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [5-10 min]  Have students write down any main conflicts they remember in The Odyssey, or any specific altercations
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	Given a conflict from The Odyssey, In groups the students will prepare a script for a main caller to a radio show, they will also prepare comments from the listening audience, they will act this out in the group, they may be asked to present.  Must get at least 80 % proficiency on rubric.

1 point for main caller and conflict

2 point for 2 or more callers

2 points for accurate facts (roles, motivations, feelings)

.5 point (extra) for creativity (naming radio show/comments/etc.) or  acting it out

Assessment: [ 5 min.]
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [5 min]  Go over conflicts in The Odyssey with students. Explain that today we are going to get into groups and create our own radio shows. Separate students into groups of four or five.  Explain guided practice and rules: “Below” 
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [40 min]  Once assigned a conflict or picking one, they are to collaborate to come up with a general plot and write a script.  They must then act it out and practice within the group.  One person will be the host, one person the main caller, and then 2 or three callers (witnesses or opinionated citizens). Statements and reason must match characters’ actions and personalities in the narrative (A nice calm character shouldn’t be mean or irate etc. someone who agrees or supports something shouldn’t disagree or dispute it on the show).  Students may name their radio show etc. and can act it out in front of the class after group work.  A written script must be turned in, either on one sheet, or each person’s lines may be on a separate sheet but need to turn it in as a group.  No more than five minutes long.
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [30 min]  Students will perform their radio show.  Explain the personalities or comments.  Have audience take note conflict, main issue, main characters, other characters’ roles or feelings.
VI. Independent Practice: [30 min]  For homework students will pick a conflict, not the one they performed.  List major characters, motivations, opinion/side, and then who they agreed with (it can be both) support with reasoning.   Then they must add how the conflict could have been resolved.

Plans for Individual Differences: 

If it is not strictly an honors group or low level group, that are all on relatively the same level, I would use flexible groups, they could be task specific (they already are content specific), they could pick based on interest. I may have students who like to work alone work by themselves or at least in pairs.  If groups aren’t working, we can have a socratic discussion.  I could have them talk about specific topics and less if they are lower level, or make the questions a higher quantity and more abstract for higher level. This is already remember, understanding, applying, and a little creative.
Could write a song and sing about conflict, draw pictures, anything to accentuate, (act out is kinesthetic)
